Interpon D has been granted with EPD not just once, but for a historic third time. In 2015, Interpon D became the first 
powder coating to achieve an EPD, which was then renewed in 2018. The Interpon D1000, D2000 and D3000 product 
series have all now been verified separately as part of the scheme, reflecting the broadest range of durability and 
performance. The latest EPDs are valid for a further five years with global geographical scope considering  
11 representative powder coating production sites.

AkzoNobel’s continued commitment to full transparency in the sustainability of its products is aligned to its own 
sustainability goals which include 50% carbon footprint reduction in the entire value chain by 2030.
